“That’s just cruel to sepa-
rate them,” Celius said.

cow down the street.” .

No cow will be necessary
as the mustangs are now
thriving on five acres at
Celius’ Kyle home.

Celius said she adopted
the horses in part for her
first granddaughter, who
will be born in June.

“And, I’d been wanting to
foster for needy horses,”
she said. “It’s just fate.”

Bartell visited the pair
this past weekend and said
they appeared to be gaining
weight.

Any empty corral syn-
drome Bartell may have felt
was quickly remedied by the

arrival of a 3-year-old mare
and her 1-month-old filly
this past Saturday.

Tracy Cann of Four
Winds Equine Foster Ranch
in Pipe Creek, Texas,
brought the horses to
Driftwood.

Though still thin, the
mare has gained more than
200 pounds since her rescue
from a starving herd in
Cuero, Cann said.
